Operating a Shooting School requires that we have relatively large areas of land left un-farmed which
becomes ‘wild grassland,” this relatively natural environment creates a haven for rabbits, mice and voles
which in turn and is perhaps one of the least expected spin-offs of the Shooting School is the amazing
Wildlife that lives on the site. Before, during and after opening hours Deer, Badger, Foxes, Stoats, Tawny
and Barn Owls, Buzzards, Kites, Kestrels, Sparrow Hawks, Pheasant, English and French Partridge and a
whole array of small bird life can be seen.

Just as the Shooting School serves to ‘feed’ all of the human team that work here the habitat supports a
mini eco system that quite literally feeds off each other.

> In conjunction with the Hawk Conservancy we have an Owl Box which is one of many that is
monitored and maintained by the Hawk Conservancy, for the last three years we have had a
clutch of Tawny Owls raised and fledged from our box. Very, very rewarding!
